On Tuesday, October 7th, Richard Burk, Health Physics Society Executive Secretary, and Sue Burk, HPS Meeting Director, spent the day in Portland, Oregon on an official site visit to assess meeting and hotel facilities for the Cascade Chapter’s bid to host the Health Physics Society Annual Meeting in Portland July 8-12, 2007.  The Burks were accompanied by Cascade Chapter President-Elect Jennifer Johnson and chapter members Janet Franco and Carl Bergsagel.  They toured four hotels and the newly renovated and expanded Oregon Convention Center.  The results of the site visit were favorable, and the Chapter’s bid to host the 2007 HPS Annual Meeting in Portland has been officially approved!  The Oregon Convention Center was selected as the main meeting facility, and the Doubletree Hotel close to the Convention Center was selected as the meeting headquarters hotel.  Contracts with other hotels for additional lodging will be negotiated by the HPS Executive Secretary as we get closer to the meeting.

Portland has a number of features that make it an attractive meeting location.  It is served by all major airlines, and the city’s light rail line and streetcars provide free transportation within a large downtown and convention center area.  A wide range of options exist in Portland and vicinity for recreation and social tours.  The area’s natural beauty speaks for itself.  The Portland summer climate is another big plus.  The average daily high temperature in Portland in July is 80ºF, and the low is 57ºF.  Average total rainfall for the month of July is a scant 0.63 inches.
