President (Elect)’s Corner

It’s been a busy year, and will be a busy 2007 for our chapter. The HPS 2007 Annual meeting is 240 days away, starting on next July 8. There have been several HPS newsletter articles on Portland and the meeting, and we are trying to keep one per issue till the meeting. The HPS 2007 Summer School, (now called the 2007 Professional Development School) will be held at Oregon State University in Corvallis Oregon on July 13-16, 2007. Dr. Parrott was born Nov. 28, 1927, in Roseville, Calif. He graduated from the University of California at Berkeley, where he also received a master's degree. He then earned a doctorate from Tulane University. He moved to the Portland area in 1969 and was director of radiation control for the state of Oregon, as well as a private health physicist consultant.

In 1972, he married Kay Gleim.

Survivors include his wife; daughters, Marsha Hovey and Kristen Abe; sons, David and Matthew; sister, Gladys Fowler; six grandchildren; and one great-grandchild.
