He received his Ph.D. in Health Physics from the University of Minnesota and is certified by the American Board of Health Physics.

The title of his presentation is 'Medical Response to Radiation Incidents’.  The presentation will highlight steps healthcare organizations should take in the event of a radiation incident. The talk will emphasize the steps required for pre-planning, adequate triage procedures and the importance of treating the critically injured irrespective of contamination levels.
