Speaker:     Jim Tripodes, Scientist, Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory, Livermore, California
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Title: Current Radiation Legislative and Regulatory Issues
Abstract:  At the January 2005 NCCHPS meeting, HPS President-elect Ruth McBurney described recent HPS involvement in federal legislative and regulatory activities.  In this talk, Jim will focus primarily on State legislative and regulatory activities.  He will discuss recent recommendations for the reorganization of California’s radiation regulatory functions by Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger’s California Performance Review team.  Although the administration has not yet acted on these recommendations, AB 1546 was introduced by Assembly Member Loni Hancock (D-Berkeley) directing the Governor to convene a Cleanup Agency Consolidation Task Force to create a new Department of Environmental Management with jurisdiction over radioactively contaminated sites.  On another subject, AB929 was introduced by Assembly Member Jenny Oropeza (D-Long Beach) to educate the public about radiation exposure from diagnostic x-ray procedures and provide a means for patients to track their exposures.  Jim will discuss NCCHPS involvement in these State issues.  In addition, from his perspective as a new member of the Southwestern Low-Level Radioactive Waste (LLRW) Commission, he will discuss recent efforts to remind California of its obligations as the host state to provide for disposal of all classes of LLRW generated by non-DOE facilities in the four member states.

Biographical Statement: Jim Tripodes is currently a scientist at the Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory (LLNL) advising senior management on nuclear safety compliance issues. In his 31 years of employment with the 

University of California, he has served as the Deputy Department Head 

of LLNL's Environmental Protection Department; the Interim Director 

of Environmental Health and Safety (EH&S), Associate Director of EH&S 

for Environmental Regulatory Affairs, and Health Physics 

Manager/Campus Radiation Safety Officer at UC Irvine; and Cyclotron 

Health Physicist at UC Davis.  While working at UC Davis, Jim earned 

a BS in Environmental Planning and Management with major courses in 

Engineering and graduate study in Radiological Sciences.

He is a co-founder, and for 19 years served as the Oversight Chair, 

of annual international conferences on incineration and thermal 

treatment technologies (IT3 Conferences) for radioactive, hazardous 

chemical and medical wastes, and the demilitarization of chemical and 

nuclear weapons.  He has been an appointed member of numerous working groups and advisory committees to develop national standards and to assist federal and state agencies in the areas of radioactive and hazardous waste management and environmental restoration.  He has also conducted research and authored several dozen publications 

on these subjects.  He currently serves as a member of the Southwestern Low-Level Radioactive Waste Commission.

His service to the national Health Physics Society (HPS) includes chairing the Legislation and Regulations Committee and the ad hoc Committee on Risk 

Assessment, and being the Academic Dean of the HPS Summer School on 

Non-ionizing Radiation. In recognition of his contributions to the health physics profession, he is a recipient of the HPS Elda E. Anderson Award and the Southern California Chapter HPS Distinguished Achievement Award.  He currently serves on the Board of Directors of the Northern California Chapter HPS.  In addition to his service to the HPS, Jim also participates in the activities of other professional societies and public educational organizations, including the American Society of Mechanical 

Engineers, the American Society for Quality, the Academy of Political 

Science (fellow), the American Association for the Advancement of 

Science, the New York Academy of Sciences and the Commonwealth Club 

of California.
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
